agreed about following main principles of
cooperation:

1. Subject of the Agreement

2. Purpose of the Agreement
2.1 The purpose of the Agreement is the
establishment, expansion, development and
strengthening of international relations of the
Parties through the use of various forms of
cooperation based on the experience and
capabilities of the Parties.

3. Basic directions of cooperation

— Passing of foreign training of
doctoral candidates, undergraduates and
students on the basis of the Parties;

— Co-education and exchange of skills
on preparation undergraduates, PhD
doctors, and doctors on a profile;

— Improvement of professional skill of
the faculty and employees;

— Publication and exchange of
materials, on researches spent in high
schools;

— Organization and carrying out of
symposiums,  seminars, scientifically-
practical conferences, round tables, space
bridges, etc.;

— Informing of the public on activity
of high schools, within the limits of the
Contract.

4. Forms of cooperation

4.1 The parties agree that the most optimal
form of cooperation is the establishment of
direct links between the two interested parties
in specific areas based on the interests of
individual faculty, department or individual
employee, and in the form most acceptable to
both Parties:

4.2 The parties agree that if one of the parties
wish to extend the scope of scientific contacts
and cooperation in other countries to attract
other institutions of higher education, each
Party agrees to act in the interests of the other
Party in order to promote scientific
communication and cooperation.

5. Financing
5.1 Financial relations between the Parties for
the obligations under this agreement will be
determined by additional agreements
(contracts), which are the integral part of this
Agreement.
